Geography
We are learning about rivers through a comparison of the River Severn and the River Nile. We will look at differences in the climate and how this affects agriculture and plant life. We will also look at how humans have used these rivers over time, for example for tourism or travel. 
Art           
We are developing our use of drawing and colour through the unit “Expressive Painting”. We will learn about and mix secondary colours and explore textures through painting.    

English 
Our main text this term will be:

Science
We will be exploring the uses of everyday materials including wood, plastic, glass, and metal. Through hands-on investigations and simple tests, we will discover how materials are chosen for different purposes based on their properties, and investigate how some materials can be changed by bending, stretching, squashing and twisting.




Phonics and Spelling
This term, we will continue to focus on spelling patterns and common exception (irregular) words from the Year 2 curriculum, as well as recapping Year 1 phonics and spelling learning. A list of spellings for this term is available on the website class page. 
Maths
This term, we will be building strong foundations in Number and Place Value, exploring numbers up to 100 and understanding the value of each digit. In Addition and Subtraction, we'll develop mental maths strategies and learn written methods for two-digit numbers. Our Shape work will focus on identifying properties of 2D and 3D shapes, while in Fractions we'll look at halves and quarters. Throughout all our learning, we'll focus on building confidence and problem-solving skills.
