	Lesson 1: Prior knowledge and introduction to new unit
What is history?

Children will:

· Know that in history learn about significant people and their impact within history.
· Know that changes can be within living memory or further back in the past.
· Know who Neil Armstrong was – photo.
· Know that he was the first man to walk on the moon
· Know how astronauts travel to the moon


	Lesson 2: Neil Armstrong

Children will: 

· Know that Neil Armstrong was an astronaut.
· Know that he was the first man on the moon.
· Know when he was born and when he died.
· Know what else he did with his life prior to NASA.

	Neil Armstrong was an American astronaut and the first person to walk on the Moon.
Tim Peake is a British Army Air Corps officer, European Space Agency astronaut and a former International Space Station crew member
Astronaut a person who is trained to travel in a spacecraft
International space station is a linked space station in low Earth orbit
Rocket is a spacecraft, aircraft, vehicle or projectile that obtains drive from a rocket engine

	Lesson 3: Moon Landing

Children will: 

· Know that Neil Armstrong was the first man on the moon.
· Know that the first mission to the moon was made in 1969 and the mission was called Apollo 11.
· Know the three astronauts that were on Apollo 11 were Neil Armstrong, Buzz Aldrin and Michael Collins. 
· To know the rocket that took the astronauts to the Moon was Saturn V
· Know what was said when Neil Armstrong stepped on the moon.
· Know the impact of the first moon landing on the rest of the world.

	Lesson 4: Tim Peake
Children will:

· know who Tim Peake is.
· know when he was born and what he did with his life before becoming an astronaut. 
· know that Tim Peake is the first ever British astronaut to visit the International Space Station.
· know that he carried out repairs on the ISS and weightlessness research.
· know what it was like on the ISS.
· Know how long he spent on the ISS.

	Lesson 5: significance of the moon landing for other countries e,g, Russia 

Children will:

· Know where Russia is on a world map and their rivalry with United States of America
· Know that there was a ‘space race’ between Russia and USA 
· Know that in 1957 the world’s first artificial satellite named Sputnik was sent into the Earth’s orbit by Russia
· Know that NASA stands for National Aeronautics and Space Administration and was formed in 1958 to help beat Russia in the ‘space race’.

	Lesson 6: comparing Neil Armstrong and Tim Peake

Children will: 

· Know how times differed with levels of technology between the moon landing in 1969 and when Tim Peake entered the ISS in 2015
· Know where and when Neil Armstrong and Tim Peake were born.  
· Know about the training that astronauts go through
· Know how science and maths are connected to being an astronaut and space travel

Progression in Disciplinary Knowledge
Disciplinary knowledge refers to knowledge of history as a discipline: the methods of historians.
Historical Significance: The importance assigned to a particular aspect of the past such as events or sites.
Continuity and change: Aspects of the past that have remained the same over a period of time or have changed over time.
Cause and effect: 'Cause' refers to the range of reasons for an historical event or development and 'effect' to the range of subsequent outcomes or results.
Historical enquiry: The process of developing knowledge and understanding by posing questions about the past, and applying skills associated with locating, analysing, evaluating and using sources as evidence to develop an informed argument or interpretation.
Historical Evidence and Interpretations: The information contained within a source that tends to support an historical argument or provides information for a specific historical inquiry. A way of understanding and explaining what has happened in the past. The discipline of History acknowledges that there is often more than one view of what has happened in the past.
Similarity and Difference: Helping pupils understand beyond stereotypical assumptions about people in the past and to recognise and analyse the diversity of past experience.
