	Lesson 2: Human and Physical features of the world

Children will:
· Know what each of the following are: city, town, village, factory, farm, house, office, port, harbour and shops
· Know what each of the following are: beach, cliff, coast, sea, ocean, river, mountain, hill, forest, soil, valley, vegetation.
· Know and recognise the difference between human and physical features.
· Know that a world map and atlas shows us both physical and human features. 
· Know that Google Maps and Google Earth can show us satellite images of human and physical features.

	

	Lesson 3: Compass Points

Children will:

· Know the compass points: North, South, East and West.
· Use these compass points to locate places.
· Know and locate the North and South Poles in an atlas.
· Use locational and directional language: near, far, left, right to describe the location of features and routes on a map.

	

	Lesson 4: Seasonal and Daily Weather Patterns 

Children will:

· Know the 4 different seasons and which months of the year that they occur in the UK.
· Know the general weather patterns associated with each season in the UK.
· Know that the weather changes on a daily basis.
· Know how to observe weather over a period of time and record temperatures and rainfall.
· Know and locate hot and cold countries on a world map.
· Know how the weather affects us and our world.

	

	Lesson 5:  The Equator
Children will:
· Know how to find the equator on a globe, in an atlas and on a world map (Google Maps).
· Identify UK in relation to equator.
· Know that the equator affects the temperature of places.
· Know that because of the sphere shape of the earth, places on or near the equator line are closer to the sun and its heat. 
· Name some places on or near the equator.

	

	Lesson 6:  The North and South Pole
Children will:
· Know how to find the North and South Poles on a globe, in an atlas and on a world map (Google Maps).
· Know what the landscape and wildlife is like at the North and South Pole.
· Know the weather and climate of the North and South Poles
· Know that the North Pole is found in the Arctic and the South Pole is found in the Antarctic.
